At Midsommar time, people 

all over Sweden retreat to the countryside, eager to savor the festivities with friends and family. In 

fact, Midsommar is a national holiday comparable to our Fourth of July celebration. The cost is $8 for 

members, $12.00 for adults and $6.00 children 4-12.
